UNIT 26 – A WEEKEND IN THE MOUNTAINS

AIMS:  To introduce vocabulary related to winter sports and clothes

OBJECTIVES: By the end of the lesson pupils will be able to:

· Use vocabulary related to clothes

· Make questions with “What” and answer them

MATERIALS: 3 pictures on pieces (puzzle) of 3 new words; flashcards; UNIT 26 – A Weekend In The Mountains ( Kaleva, E. and Georgieva, N. (2004) Hello! For the 3-rd grade, Prosveta

PREPARATION: Two coppies of 3 pictures on pieces (puzzle) of 3 new words; flashcards

ASSUMPTION: elementary knowledge of English

Lesson Description
Warm-up

The teacher starts lesson with checking of the HW from the previous lesson (p. 52/ex. 5). Volunteers read each sentence from the HW. The rest of the class compares. 

To raise pupil’s interest teacher shows pictures of the seasons and ask each of them “What is your favourite season?” This is to establish a link with the new topic about “A weekend in the mountains”

The teacher explains the aims of today’s lesson – the children will learn some new words and related to seasons and clothes. 

Listening

Teacher sets a pre-listening task – “Where is Betty and what season it is?”. Teacher checks understanding and introduces the new words. Pupils have to listen carefully the tape where we’re listening about Betty and her letter to Marina, and children have to answer the questions. This part is to develop students skills for listening for details. 

Vocabulary practice

Teacher asks students to do ex.2/p.55. Pupils have to look at the picture, match, point and answer the questions as it shown (look at the model). Teacher checks students performance by asking individual children to give a sentence about what these kids are doing. And in ex.3/p.55 children have to look at the picture and match. Then they have to ask and answer – “What are these/What is this? – These are ski boots/This is a jumper”. This is for practicing the new vocabulary. 

Game

The teacher tells the class they are going to play a game. The teacher divides  the class in groups of 4 and give each group 4 pictures/puzzles of different clothes and seasons. The teacher explains the task to pupils in Bulgarian – pupils have to arrange the pieces of the pictures correctly as quickly as possible. Then in turns pupils have to come to the board and underline the season they have in card and to match it with the clothes they have arranged.

Follow up

The teacher comments on students performance during the lesson and asks them to tell him what they have learned to do this lesson.

The teacher sets the HW for the next lesson. The pupils have to describe what are Betty, John, and Carla wearing.  (p.55/ex.4)
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
